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Classroom Profile 

Wanyi 
We have had a great start to the year in Wanyi with lots of new and challenging learning happening 
across the subject areas. 

 

In spelling we have been exploring how words are made up of lots of 
different elements, and how words can be broken down into their 
phonemes and syllables to assist with our understanding when reading. We 

have started examining how words and parts of 
words have individual meanings and that 
understanding this ômorphologyõ can also really 
help with our reading and spelling. There has 
also been a big focus on reading comprehension 
and grammar this term, with regular lessons on core reading and 
comprehension skills. It has been fantastic to see so many students 
becoming increasingly more confident and capable with identifying and 

using skills such as inferencing and comparing and contrasting and I look forward to seeing this 
continue. 

 

We have looked at a lot of different Maths topics over the term with an 
emphasis on developing deeper number understanding using place value and 
number lines, and using more complex operations such as multiplication and 
division to give us a good Mathematical understanding for our future 

learning across the rest of the year.    

 

Itõs not all hard work! We had a great time designing and building pop 
stick bridges earlier in the term as part of our design unit and then 
testing them to see how much weight they could take. At the moment 
students are observing and recording how quickly their wheat plants are 
growing for science, and are busy working in small groups to bring their 
ôidealõ house plans to life using cardboard and sticky tape. The thought 

and effort some are putting into their plans, and how they are successfully working together is 
very encouraging.

Supporting Children & Youth Program  
 
  

Supporting Children & Youth (SCY) program aims to nurture the mental health 
and wellbeing of young people living in Murray Bridge and surrounding region-
al areas.  
 
We work with families to build resilience and overcome challenges, and with chil-
dren aged 0 to 18 years who are in need of support around mental health and 
wellbeing. 
 
Some common life challenges we support children and young people with include 
(but aren’t limited to) managing anger, emotional regulation, grief and loss, fami-
ly separation or other life changes, and bullying and friendship issues. 
 
The outreach service provides weekly one-on-one counselling sessions for chil-
dren and young people, offered sessions either at school or at our Murray Bridge 
Centacare office.
